judged, for $1600 in cash prizes - awarded in two categories: 
Fine Arts and Fine Crafts. This years artists will feature

jewelry, mosaics, string instruments made from cigar boxes, 
paintings, drawings, photography, stained glass, metalwork, jewelry made of actual dried fruits, pysanky eggs, 
woodworks, and claywork.

There will also be a Crayola ‘test lab’ tent for children and 
a free interactive art project with Easton Clayworks’ 
‘artist-in-action’, Bill Iacovone (back by popular demand). 

There is still time to sign up for the $10.- plein air art 
Contest: you get an 18” square canvas (or other) and create an 
Art piece that is returned by Sunday afternoon to be judged 

for $500.- in cash prize awards. There is also still time to 
enroll in local personality / world boomerang champion / and 
NYU art professor: Dr Barnaby Ruhe’s painting clinic.
